Over the past 15
years your DSSD has
worked extremely
hard helping make
Stamford what it is
today.

office with a couple

to study the downtown, the economics,
zoning and the incentives to bring
quality tenants to the streets.

Also, over the past 15 years we have
seen many new additions to the
downtown: Park Square West, Avalon
Grove, Avalon Greyrock, Archstone on
Bedford St, a Multiplex theater, the
renovations to the Palace theatre,
Target, Burlington Coat, Marriott
Courtyard Hotel with Stamford’s only
restaurant rated Excellent by the New
York Times, napa & company, and of
course that “small” investment
banking company whose had what
seems like 15 different names over the
past years, UBS.

With all of this and the continued
effort of property owners in the
downtown the DSSD can proudly boast
a new grand list valuation of over

$1.25 billion dollars. This represents
11% of the Grand List for the entire
City on a mere 1% of the land. A feat
we should all be very proud of.
